CLASSIFICATION OF DIABETES MELLITUS

Type 1 (insulin dependent) diabetes

Autoimmune destruction of pancreatic beta-cells leading to
absolute insulin deficiency. Usually presents in childhood or
early adulthood and in those who are normal or underweight.

Type 2 (non-insulin-dependent) diabetes

Results from a combination of insulin resistance and
pancreatic beta-cell dysfunction. Presents in older, usually
overweight individuals. Strong genetic and environmental
factors involved.

Gestational diabetes
Develops during pregnancy which then normalises once the

pregnancy is over. Increased susceptibility to type 2 diabetes
in later life.

Secondary diabetes
Causes include pancreatitis, induction by certain drugs (e.g.
steroids), and in the developing world, malnutrition.
